 The meeting was called to order by the President, George Rutkoskie, KC0YRB, at 7:00 p.m. at the 
El Santiago Recreation Center.  He welcomed all present to the meeting and led them through the Pledge 
of Allegiance.  He then asked the visitors to introduce themselves to the membership and introduced 
 himself to them.  The minutes of the last meeting were published on the Webpage of the club for review 
by the members.  The President asked for additions or corrections.  Since there were noen, he asked for a 
motion to accet the Minutes as published.  The motion was made and seconded.  It passed without 
 objection. 
 
 The President then called for the Treasurer's Report.  It was passed around by printed copy to the 
members.  It was moved and seconded that the Report be accepted.  The motion passed by voice vote. 
 
 Old Business was called for.  The Club Call needs to be renewed by the 9th of May.  We will need 
$14.00 for the Vanity Fee.  A motion was made and seconded for the fee of $14.00 so that George could 
renew the Call before the May meeting.  That way it would be available for the Club to use at Field Day in 
June. 
 
 Committee Reports were called for.  The ARES Report was given by Ed, W5TWR.  He said the MS 
Walk is to be March 28th at the Polo Field.  We will need a Net Control and eight or nine operators.  Some 
of them may be in Golf Carts.  The Department of Public Safety has invited us to be a part of CERT Day at 
the Polo Field.  The Event will be from 9 to 11 am on Thursday the 26th.  Four ARES members are plan-
ning to be there including three who have taken CERT training.  A few more would be nice.  The Florida 
Repeater Council has given us permission to put up a D-Star Repeater at the Wildwood Police Tower in 
Wildwood.  The Frequency is 443.7 (output) and +5mhz split.  We have the antenna, hardline, duplexer, 
power supply etc. but no money for a climb yet.  When Emergency Management gets their budget for the 
Current Fiscal Year, we should be able to get the antenna and feedline installed.  That only leaves tuning 
up the Duplexer and we will be able to begin using the Repeater. 
 
 The License Class is under way.  The General Class License Test is being taught now and the 
Exam will be given April 16th.  Those wishing to upgrade are welcome to show up at 7 pm at the Fire 
House 51 location with their ID's, $14 and old Ticket.  The last Exam given on February 26th, netted four 
new Techs, and one upgrade to Extra.  Congratulations to the Students.     
  
 The President noted that R.B.Coulter, AI4OD, had given a Dell Computer to the EOC for use by the 
ARES/EM personnel.  This was from R. B.'s Uncle, Glenn Nielson,  and was  acknowledged by a written 
Thank-you Note from the Sumter County EC (Ed, W5TWR). 
 
 The President announced that the Tech Fair will be Feb 28th at the Hacienda Center was well at-
tended and thanked the members for staffing the Booth. 
 
 New Business was then called for.  The President has found that a bigger meeting room at Laurel 
Manor is coming available because a large Club is moving out of their old room.  He has applied for this 
room, but it is not available to us unless we can show attendance over fifty members regularly.  We will 
have to wait for the stats to show we need a big room like that!
